e Cheri spoke at the village of Avoca board meeting and provided information concerning their stray
animal contract with ICHS for 2010 as there was some confusion concerning their contract
renewal fee.

e \We now have a signed Memorandum of Understanding between Family Advocates Inc. and ICHS and
are moving into the final stages of fine-tuning the Pets of Abuse Victims Sheltering
Partnership. Both organizations are extremely excited about this project and looking
forward to a great working collaboration with the goal of educating the public about domestic
violence, its link to animals and how it affects everyone.

e ICHS will be participating in the lowa County Hazard Mitigation Task Force as the county develops
a comprehensive emergency/disaster plan. We will be providing input for the animal related
portions of the plan.

e Cheri will be participating in an Emergency Rescue for Horses seminar at the UW on Feb. 20 as part
of the Humane Officer’s continuing education requirements.

e As another part of the Humane Officer’s continuing education, Cheri has been participating in on-
line independent studies through the Emergency Management Institute/FEMA and has
received certificates of achievement in Animals in Disaster—Awareness & Preparedness and
Animals in Disaster—Community Planning. She is currently working on the Livestock in
Disasters training module.
