e Our third and fourth vaccination & licensing clinics were March 6" in the village of Avoca where we
had 11 animals vaccinated with 9 new licenses and March 13" in the town of Ridgeway where
we had 3 animals vaccinated.

e The County Board voted to approve Ordinance 375 Animal Regulation and Treatment. Copies are
available at ICHS or the county website (www.iowacounty.org) for review. This updated
ordinance was 4 years in the making and will provide for more consistent, proactive
investigation and resolution of animal issues in the county.

The Extreme Shelter Dog Makeover, lowa County Edition will bring 6 trainers together
with 6 shelter dogs for 6 weeks of training culminating in a judge-off on Farmers’
