Operations Report: 

 PetSmart adoptions: We adopted out 1 cat in June.    
 Misty, a 10 year old Shih Tzu mix, went to a foster home. They are working with her medical and behavior 

needs. Mikey, a Boxer mix, was adopted. He was a long term resident at ICHS and alumni of the 4-H Dog 
Project. 

 Twelve ICHS dogs are participating in the 4-H Dog Project this summer. The leaders of the 4-H Dog 
Project match up shelter dogs with 4-H students. The students train the dogs in obedience, showmanship 
and agility for the summer.  

 Seventeen dogs were surrendered to the shelter because the previous owner could not afford to take care of 
them.  All the dogs are doing well and several of the puppies have gone to foster homes. 

 Several litters of kittens will be made available for adoption in the next couple of weeks. Currently, we 
have two litters available for adoption. 

 On June 11th, we were at Walmart in Dodgeville with adoptable animals. It was part of collaboration with 
Walmart and Nestle-Purina. It was a successful day! We were able to tell a lot of people about ICHS and 
two families ended up adopting animals that weekend after meeting them at Walmart.
